Description: The Feeding Fury shark encounter is an interactive tour enabling Adventure Aquarium
guests the opportunity to learn both how the sharks are cared for, as well as have a one-of-a-kind
experience feeding the sharks. They will see the behind-the-scenes food preparation area, get harnessed
in and be within inches of the ominous sharks of Shark Realm. We will take a picture of your experience
as a proof of your adventure for family and friends. Guests will receive instructions regarding
procedures and guidelines before entering the feeding area on the catwalk of Shark Realm.

What You Get: Included in the Feeding Fury price is your admission to the aquarium and free parking
for 1 car per paid participant. You will also receive a souvenir t-shirt, a photo opportunity of the
experience, and a shark tooth will also help keep the memory alive!

Check-in: Guests participating in the Feeding Fury program should check-in at Will Call (windows #7
& 8 at Ticketing) before reporting to the Information Desk in the lobby. There you will be greeted by a
member of the Adventure Aquarium husbandry staff and led to the Adventure Classroom. Y our
purchase includes admission to Adventure Aquarium, so comein early to tour and take your time
to get ready for the experience. The sessions will start promptly at the scheduled time and late
arriving participants may not be able to join the session.
